Conference: 
The Conference is back, and it’s bigger than last year as 9 authors/historians will present on 
various topics. The Conference portion will be a day and half, starting on Saturday June 11th at 
8:00 AM and will conclude on Sunday June 12th by 1:00 PM. The Conference will be held 
at the Fulton-Montgomery Community College Auditorium, which is located in the Visual 
Arts and Communications Building. The College is located at 2805 State Highway 67, 
Johnstown, NY 12095. Attendees will receive a boxed lunch with beverage and 
beverages/refreshments (coffee, water, soda, etc.) will be served throughout the Conference.  
 
Mohawk Country Bus Tour #1: 
On Thursday June 9th, there will be a Tour of the Western Mohawk Country Historic Sites. 
These sites include the following: Fort Plain/Fort Rensselaer (Fort Plain Museum), the General 
Herkimer Home, the 1747 Nellis Tavern, the Van Alstyne Tavern (Homestead), Fort Klock, the 
Palatine Church, the Stone Arabia and Klock’s Battlefields, the Stone Arabia Churches, and the 
Grave of Colonel John Brown, the Hero of the Battle of Stone Arabia. After the tour, the Fort 
Plain Museum will hold a cocktail reception with refreshments.  
 
Bus Tour #1 will depart from the Fort Plain Museum located at 389 Canal Street, Fort Plain, 
NY 13339 at 9:00 AM. There will be a lunch stop at a local restaurant at your own expense.  
 
Mohawk Country Bus Tour #2: 
On Friday June 10th, there will be a Tour of the Eastern Mohawk Country Historic Sites. 
These sites include the following: Fort Johnson Historic Landmark, Fort Hunter (Schoharie 
Crossing State Historic Site), Johnson Hall State Historic Site, the Drumm House, the Tryon 
County Courthouse, the Colonial Cemetery, the Fort Johnstown Jail, the Johnstown Battlefield, 
the Montgomery County History & Archives, the Kateri Indian Museum (Liberty Pole Site).    
 
Bus Tour #2 will depart from the Fulton-Montgomery Community College located at 2805 
State Highway 67, Johnstown, NY 12095 at 8:45 AM. There will be a lunch stop at a local 
restaurant at your own expense. 
 
There is a fee for each Bus Tour which includes all admission costs to each site. Space is 
limited. There will be a lunch stop on each bus tour. Bus Tours will take place rain or shine. 
Good walking shoes are suggested and you may want to bring food and drink. 
 
Saturday Evening Banquet at the Historic 1765 Goose Van Alstyne Tavern: 
On Saturday Evening, June 11th at 6:00 PM, there will be a dinner with a Keynote speaker. 
The Journal of the American Revolution Editor, Don Hagist will discuss the Journal, their 
mission and all of their current and future endeavors. Have a drink from a colonial tavern while 
talking history with the Conference Authors/Historians and attendees. The dinner will 
include an appetizer, the main dish, and dessert with coffee. There will be a cash bar. The 
Tavern is located at 42 Moyer St, Canajoharie, NY 13317. 
 
Taste NY Cocktail Reception: 
On Friday Evening, June 10th from 4:00 PM to 6:00 PM, join us at the College for a cocktail 
reception sponsored by the Taste NY. There will be wine and beer tasting from local NY 
wineries and breweries.
